General Information:
& Baptized children in grades 2-5 are invited to participate in the preparation process. If your child is not
yet baptized or baptized in another faith tradition, please discuss this with me (contact info below).
& Parents/guardians play a primary role in the preparation of their child for the sacraments.
e At least one parent/guardian must agree to participate with the child in the process.
e All parents/guardians with custody of the child must agree to the child’s participation and reception of
the sacraments.
& Children are expected to participate in Whole Community Faith Formation (WCFF), as part of the
preparation process unless they are a student at Queen of Peace School. Formerly known as CCD.
e This is in addition to the other family components of the preparation process, i.e. "First Communion
Sundaes", home assignments and retreats.
e QP students are encouraged but not required to participate in WCFF as they receive religion instruction
as part of their school curriculum.
e  WCFF meets Sunday mornings, 9:45am — 10:45am, starting October— May. Children enroll in their
current school grade level class. All family members from nursery age on are strongly encouraged to
join WCFF. See the Parish/WCFF registration form.

#Children prepare for the sacraments in the parish with which their family worships regularly.
